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Pharmacy

As one of the health professions, phar-
macy is vitally concerned with public
health and safety. Specifically, it is con-
cerned with all activities associated with
preparation, distribution and control of
drugs and medicines. The aim of the Col-
lege of Pharmacy is to qualify its
graduates to assume their professional
responsibilities as members of the profes-
sion most directly concerned with these
activities. As society grows more complex,
problems of providing proper medical
services also grow more complex. This re-
quires that pharmacy students must not
only be provided with sound scientific and
professional training but also be given
opportunity to gain as much liberal educa-
tion as possible to better understand the
society which they serve.

The College of Pharmacy offers a five-
year plan of study leading to the degree of
Bachelor of Science in Pharmacy. The
plan of study is designed to prepare all
students for the professional practice of
pharmacy. In addition, by proper selection
of elective courses the student may also
prepare for graduate study in pharmacy,
pharmaceutical chemistry, pharmacog-
nosy or pharmacology. Students who are
considering graduate study should con-
sult their adviser about elective choices.
Such students may be allowed to substi-
tute course work preparatory to graduate
study for some required economics
courses. Students interested in the retail
or commercial fields of pharmacy may
also better prepare themselves by electing
additional work in business administra-
tion.

Graduates of the College of Pharmacy
are eligible to apply for licensing in any
state. In general, licensing as a pharmacist
requires graduation from an accredited
College of Pharmacy, a certified period of
supervised experience and successful
completion of a series of examinations
administered by the Board of Pharmacy of
the individual state. These requirements
vary slightly from state to state. Students
interested in practicing in a particular
state should contact the Board of Phar-
macy of that state for information con-
cerning requirements.

The College is accredited by the Ameri-
can Council on Pharmaceutical Educa-
tion.

Graduate Study

Pharmacy offers many challenging and
rewarding careers which require addi-
tional study atthe graduate level. Students
who might be interested in teaching or
research should discuss their plans with
an adviser.

Professional Organizations

Membership in the student branch of
the American Pharmaceutical Association
is open to all students in the college. Pur-
pose of the organization is to give stu-
dents a better appreciation of the scope
and aims of their profession. It also pro-
vides an opportunity to develop leader-
ship potential.

College of Pharmacy Regulations

Students in the College of Pharmacy are
governed in large measure by the regula-
tions which apply to all students at SDSU.
Therefore, each student should be familiar
with material in the general information
section of the catalog. In addition to the
all-university rules and regulations, the
College of Pharmacy has some require-
ments specifically for pharmacy students.

Overall university requirements for
graduation stipulate that a student must
obtain an average of two grade points for
each credit hour passed. In addition,
pharmacy students must earn at least two
grade points for each credit hour in Col-
lege of Pharmacy courses. In order to keep
students who may be having academic dif-
ficulties aware of their situation, the col-
lege has instituted a set of “‘pharmacy
probationary” standards. A student will be
placed on ‘‘pharmacy probation"
whenever his/her cumulative average in
pharmacy courses drops below 2.0.
He/she will remain on “pharmacy proba-
tion” whenever his/her cumulative aver-
age in pharmacy courses remains below
2.0. If the semester grade point average of
a student on such probation drops below
2.0 he/she will be placed on refused status
from the College of Pharmacy. It should be
noted that this procedure applies only to
pharmacy subjects and does not affect the
student’s standing in the university which
is still governed by all-university regula-
tions. A minimum of 164 credit hours of
acceptable course work must be pre-
sented for graduation.

CURRICULUM

Starting with the fall semester 1978, the
college will begin phasing in a curriculum
consisting of one year of pre-professional
study and four years of study in the Col-
lege of Pharmacy. This 1-4 curriculum is
outlined following the discussion of the
present 2-3 curriculum which will accept
its last third year class in the fall of 1978.

2-3 CURRICULUM

In order to earn the Bachelor of Science
Degree in Pharmacy, students must ordi-
narily complete three professional years
of the curriculum in residence at SDSU.
Variations from this pattern may be per-
mitted by faculty action. The first two years
of the curriculum may be completed atany
recognized junior college or four-year col-
lege. However, course work should be
selected carefully to insure that it will
apply toward graduation from the College
of Pharmacy. All students seeking admis-
sion to the work of the third year must
meet the requirements for third-year
standing which are completion of
Mathematics 113, Physics 113, Chemistry
224 and Zoology 203 (or their equivalents).
Completion of the Pharmacy College Ad-
mission Test is also required of all candi-
dates for the third year class. Details are
available from the college office.

It is highly desirable that students
achieve at least a “C" average in basic
science work of the first two years.

Limitations in physical facilities have

made it necessary to limit third-year class
size. Selection will be made from a pool of
candidates consisting of all students seek-
ing entry to the class. Notification of selec-
tion will ordinarily be made during the
preceding spring semester.

It will be noted that several fifth year
courses have a prerequisite of "'fifth year
standing” which means the student must
have completed Pharmacy 221, 222, 251,
332, 411, 422, and 541.

Students in the fifth year will be required
to participate in clinical work at sites away
from the Brookings campus. In many
cases, it will be necessary to make hous-
ing arrangements to live off campus when
assignments require it.
