Home dntertainment and hospitality
have always been congidered important
but the past few years have made us
realize how essential it is to our
standard of living. We are discover-
ing that our capacity to find joy and
beauty in every daoy living is more
important than our capacity to earn,-
for a happy home atmosphere cannot be

purchased no matter how large the in-

come. 1t 18 the result of creative

tive home work and play.
This circular contains suggestions

for the making of happy home days
and neighborly nights.
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It is an art to live together happily, each member of the family
feeling freedom for persoral development and finding within the home
resources for this growth.

This phase of homemaking reguires the greatest degree of coopera-
tiorn. It demands a well plannced work program which distributes respon-
sibility between family members. It calls for cooperative effort in
collecting information and materials and organizing the home so as to
promote the special intercsts of its individual members. It requires
special attention to the development of interest centers in the home
s@pplicd with hobby materials and convenient storage for same. It
demands sympathetic interest between members to a degree not always
found in the average family but the lovely part of this project is
that it tends to foster understanding and telerance.

The theme of this circular is "Homemade Fun'. It is full of sug-
gested things for the family to think about, talk about, make and do.
Suggestions are also made for the sharing of good times with friends
and neighhors. Some of the ideas can he adapted to club or community

entertaiaoment.

The illustrations are to be used as patterns for invitations,
house and table decorations, piace cards, party favors or special
occasion greeting cards. It is hoped that generous use will be made
of them throughout the year tc add interest to every day family liv-
ing. You will note that they cost little or nothing and that they are-
easily constructed. If planned for in advance during leisure moments
the time used in making tres will never be missed and their construc-
tion will furnish enjoyable recreation. It is nice if they can be
kept as a surprise for part of the family.

The suggestions for each month are cencluded by a miscellaneous
unit selected especially with family meal btime and evening get-to--geth-
er in mind. These should be social, educational and recreational. The
family which cooperates in plauning interesting things to think about,

alx about and do every day will find themselves growing healthier,
wealthier and wiser in spite of conditions which may be adverse. Their
standard of living is as much & measure of their capacity to promocte
the mental and spiritual development of their members as it is of
their ability to feed, clothe and houce the family. A home which is
not vibrant with creative thougnt and action, or filled with joy,
appreciation and contentment isg poor, indeed, regardless of how well
the house is furnished or how large the bank account.

The last section gives directions for making some game boards and
puzzles. Each Home Agent has been furnished a Household Pattern Ser-
vice as a supplement to this and the Enjoyable Jobs for Leisure Hours
lesson. It contains patterns for toys, small pieces of furniture and
various kinds of needle crait. These will be made available to club

MY DIARY: Here is an opportunity to exposec the private lives of
your neighbors, your friends and yourself.

TABLE STUNTS AND GAMES: Some of the New Year's stunts and games may
be reserved to play at the table. The guests might retire to the
dining room for refreshments shortly before twelve. The table may be
given a New Year's air by having a clock face cnnterpiece made from
card board. A small paper cak leaf at each plate is attached to a
narrow crepe paper ribbon which c¢nds with a secret under the clock.
When all the guests are seated the hostess asks them to "turn over a
ncw leaf." On the under side of each leaf has been written a comical
resolution. They are more clever if written in rhyme such as:

fThatever else may be my fate,
For breakfast I1'1l never more be late.

On the clock face is a movable hand with a2 brass-headed paper clip
-as a pivot. To add to the fun during refreshments someone whirls the
hand saying, "Who's afraid of his shadow?" The one the hand points
to-ig "igh, , ;

The last table stunt is to pull all the ribbons. Under the clock face
have been hidden little scrolls tied to  cardboarcd horsseihoes. Each
scroll is made from a page of a small calendar with a certain date
circled. On it is written a foolish prophesy or fortuneé which ‘will
come true cn the date marked. 4

Interest is added to tiis part of the entertainment if Fathcr Time
is seated at the head of the table when the guests enter. At the
stroke of twelve he sheuld disappear and a little child bearing the
date of the New Year on its shoulder sash should take his place.

Ihere is also an old pagan custom of choosing a king anda queen to pre-
side over the festiviﬁy by drawing lots with HCQn and peas; whatever
its origin may be, the King of the twelfth-Night revel is he who finds
a broad-bean baked in his piece of cake, and the Queen is the girl

The words of an old scng records this custom, and the verse of it,
above, may be written on one side of the invitation card.

Twelfth Night celebration has not been commonly observed in this coun-
try, but it furnishes an interesting plan for a neighborhood frolic.,
In moany lands its popularity ranks next to Christmas. It was a gala
night in the Middle Ages, and the halls of the old castles rang with
the music of harps and the rustle of dancing feet. Each young sguire
besought Lady Luck to send him the hean, and each pretiy bower maiden
hoped  to draw the pea that would make her a Queen for once night.

Since the cake must be cut before the identity of the King and Queen
can be known, this shcould be done early in the eveniné. Mo doubt in
olden times the Twelf'th Night cake was brought in after the evening

meal, and even now it may be served as dessert at a dinner.

G why the people call it so,

Nor I.,nor they themselves do know.

No one really knows -just why the first day of April is

kncm as April Fool's Day or why it is customary for peo-
ple to play jokes on each other then. iany explanatlons have
been advanced, but none are conclu51ve. :

It seems certain, though, that April Fool's Dgy has come down

to us from the custom which almost all ancient peoples had, of
celebrating the beginning of spring. People in every country
aid climate are glad when winter is over. It i3 quite natural
they should feel gay and hold feasts when spring comes. The an-
cient festivals were always held some time between March 25th
and April lst. The vernal equinox has been celebrated in this way
in every part of the world and in every age.

Ir. India & great feast called "Huli" in honor of the beginning
of spring is held on March 21st. It is a regular April Fool's
Day, end people of every class play jokes upon each other.
Whether the European people took their April Fool's Day frem the
Hindu "Bali" we do not know. An old English Almanac printed

in 1760 contained the riyme quoted above.

Thie French people have had an April Fool's Day for centuries.

Thev still call a person who is easily deceived an "April Fish'.
A1l Buropean countries pegan their new year on March 25th with

the opening of spring, until a new calendar was adopted in 1534,
This new calendar began the year on January first, as we do today.

Fra:ice was the first nation to use the new calnedsr. It had been
customary in’ France, to pay New Year!s calls and make presents to
one's friends on the first day of the year. Some of the French
people did not like the changed date for Wew Year's Day ana tried
to go on observing the old one on March £5th. The more pregressive
pecvle made a great deal of fun of them paying mock New Year's
calls, and making valueless presents on the old New Year's Day. '
This may have been the origin of our April fooling.

It might also have begun in Great Britain wien the Christian church
converted the Britons from the pagan religion of the Druids to
Christianity. The church kept many of the pagan festivalg in or-
der to please the newly converted pcople who would have disliked
giving up their old feasts. In April there was a featival in honor
of the pegan goddess of spring, Eostre. The church changed Eostre's
festival into a feast at which the religion of the Iruids was made
light of. Mock ceremonies and ridiculous songs at this feast made
allusion to the Druids and their teachings. Our April Fool jokc
may be a remnant of that c¢ld custem.

In England and Scotland April Fool's Day is a well-recognized dute

for joking. 1In Scotland much is made of the day among the country
people, who think it great sport to send their neighbors on '"fools"
errands if they are uawary enough to forget what date it is. "Hunting
the gawk," they call it - "gawk" meaning fool.

April Fool's Day furnishes a lot of merriment for the American family
with its harmless jokes made in the spirit of fun.

THE FEAST OF THE INGATHERING

“From the middic of August on into autumn the peusant folk of Europe
celebrate the lsst of the harvesting. In Poland the last woman’
reaper is ‘wrapped up in the last sheaf and taken triumphantiy to the
farm house wicre the entire family pour water over her to insure rain
for the coming ycar. In Bulgaria the last sheaf is dressed in woman's
clothes, carried through the village then drowncd to insure plenty of
rain and dew for next year's crops. In Czecho-Slovakia the master of the
village is pres _nted with a wreacth of grain and field flowers as a
token of the completed harvest. The festivity ends with dancing, sing-
ing and a feast. In scve parts of Austria a mock wedding follows the
binding of the last sheaf. The woman binding the last sheaf is crowned
with a wreath of wheat and autumn flowers and is taken with a groom
and bridesmaids to a tavern wherce all make merry until dawn. In Finland
the villagers assemble at the furm where the last of the harvesting is
being done. The drr ends with singing, feasting, music and candle
light donce. When the last of t..: grapes arc harvested in Frahce, men
and maidens joyfully perform the V.ntage Dance. :

HALLOWE'EN OR ALL SAINT'S DAY

The word Hallowe'en meens hallowed or holy evening. It originated
at the time the Druids were the religious leaders of the people cof
Great Britain and part of Germany and France. 4 day was kept for
many of the saints, bu. All Saints' Day was in memory of the many
saints for which no gpecial day was nancd. ‘

To the pagun people Hnllowe'len was 2 time of regret for the decline
of the sun's glory - also a time of rejeicing over the fruits and
grains which that same sun had ripened. The pagans believed that the
sun began his reizn on the first day of May and passed to a secondary
place on the first of November. They ¢: lebrated woth days with many
peculiar rites. Soirits werc believed .o be abroad, hence the present
day "ghosts" who winder, while-clad, on dallowe'en. OLd Druid rites
in regard to the < cad were in keeping with this belief in a pericdic
return of the souls of ths dead.

The black cat, ncew featurcd so prominently at Hallowe'en, reminds us
of these olden times when people believed black cats to be tenanted
by the sculs of %“he deud.

A stingy man named Jaclk, who fecr his very stinginess, was barred from
heaven and hell, and who until the Judgment Day is doomed to walk the
carth with a luntern to light his way. This, they claim, is the story
of Jack-0-Lunvern.

In Ireland a :allowe'en dish, consisting of mashed potatecs,
parsnips, and chopped cnion, is served. In this is concealed a ring
to denote marriage or luck to the finder. Cakes containing nuts and
rings are also baked for the occasion. The aut meaning that the finder
will marry a widow c¢r widower, the ring also cof course, signifying
marriage.

Cabbage stalks, .ith which our door-steps are strewm on Hallowe'en,
have morc significance in other countries than in ours. In Ireland
they are named before pulling. JIf a stalk turns out to be white

the one whose nare it bears will go to heaven, if black, discolored or
wormy, the person is doomed for hell.

In Scotland, the children mrike "Jackies" out of large turnips. They
believe that the f“airies will bring a baby to the home if they pile
cabbage ‘stalks around the doors. Nuts are put.into +the fire by twos.
If they burn euietly together to ashes a long, happy married life is
certain.

In England, apple and rut tests are sirilar to theose we use. Faver
parties are also popular. In some localities the people still. be-
lieve that the dead return on Hallowc'en.
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In Wales, parsnips are eaten for the Hallowe'cn y: - )/E}</

In RUSSIA the children look forward to the coming of Saint Nicholas
just as we American children await the visit ef Santa Claus. Legend
tells us that Saint Nicholas was the son of a very rich man, but he
was very generous and seemcd to know just wio nceded and deserved help, .
He always begged them not to tell about his gifts, from this came the

Kris Kringle comes from the German name "Kristkindlein" meaning
Christ-Child, and some of our most beautiful stories and Christ-
mas entertainments come from the old German legends.

The origin of the word Santa Claus is found in the name of the

half legendary Bishop Klaus of Germany. From Saint Klaus to

Santa Claus. is only a slight change in spelling. 1t is not known
Just when good Father Klaus died. Probably in the early part

of the tenth century. The recindeer idea is an American corruption
of the old gentlcmen'!s original method of locomotion. In Germany
